Six Weeks of Sensational Sessions of Making Things

Station or Week 1:Marbelizing paper: typing paper,old chalk pastels with wrapper removed, bins or trays of water, scissors. 

Process: Scrape shavings into water and swirl water slightly, drop paper into the water onto the surface. Remove and hang to dry.

Station or Week 2 Altered Books: Give an old book new life—or sketchbook station 

Supplies needed: books, scissors, glue, magazines, markers, colored paper, stamps and stamp pads,paint and brushes,and anything else you want them to use

( Half Price books gives books away with a letter from school).

They could make memory books for autographs

.Include photos or drawings or collage…..

Station or Week 3: Tie Dye-Student bring white shirt or light colored cotton shirt, or paper can be tie dyed.

Provided is string, or rubber bands, scissors, cold water dye baths of primary colors, and a visual for how to tie to get end results. Good to work outside so as to not drip dye everywhere and have a clothesline outside.Use aprons. Dye baths could be in plastic bins on an AV Cart. ( Don’t tell library)

Station or Week 4 Altered Books continued: Give an old book new life—or sketchbook station 

Supplies needed: books, scissors, glue, magazines, markers, colored paper, stamps and stamp pads,paint and brushes,and anything else you want them to use

( Half Price books gives books away with a letter from school).

Station or Week 5: Making a Friendship Bracelet

Embroidery thread and scissors and handout of instructions.

Station or Week 6: Altered Books continued: Give an old book new life—or sketchbook station 

Supplies needed: books, scissors, glue, magazines, markers, colored paper, stamps and stamp pads,paint and brushes,and anything else you want them to use

( Half Price Books gives books away with a letter from  school).

One of the days: Drawing on Sidewalks ( if a break is needed and weather permits)  

Final Day of Classes: Evaluation of the Class with students writing so you can complete grades

The processes will be presented by each of the group members following the outline below:

A.) Introduction to the Process
B.) Origin and History
a. Share some interesting facts about your process. 

b. How was the craft influenced by historical cultures and 

c. How did the craft influence historical cultures.

d. Show examples of the past and present. 

C.) Show how to do the process
a. Use a step-by-step disclosure.

b. Start with the materials needed 

c. How to plan the design, 

d. How to begin, etc. 

D.) Use visual aids such as:

a. Posters and books which show the step-by-step technique, and, tools and materials.  

b. Pictures of historical and contemporary works in your chosen craft. 

E.) Suggestions of what to make, how to use the product.  

F.) What is our present culture doing with the craft process?  Does the present day use reflect our culture?   In what way does our culture influence today's expressions in the craft. 

G.) Show each of the participants' projects.

H.) Each of the group members discusses what they have discovered.

I.) Answer questions from the audience.


Creative Collaboration: This assignment Take Part in Teaching Art  could be in  collaboration with a speech teacher in your school or in conjunction with an Open House where students speak to parent groups. The intent is that you are building confidences in your students and may be creating future key note speakers, public speakers, CEOs and quite possibly future  teachers.
