Checklist: Art I-First Six Weeks 

Name on Index card-designed neatly so that it can be read.

Pre-Instruction Drawings 1-4 from Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain
Contour Drawing Exercises:  Blind and Modified

Bottles and Books-Drawing ( 5 steps)

1. Draw 1-2 inch border on paper.

2. Draw the bottles and books in contour.

3. Draw a small rectangle into which draw a miniature still life.

4. Draw a small square into which draw a “zoom in” detail of the still life.

5. Draw large bottles that go off the page in two directions.

6. Draw straight lines in one direction up to 1-2 inch border in one direction and then again to form checkerboard in the background. Do not go over the post cards drawings.

7. Start on line one and move from left to right, create a system of value. (black and white, black and white, or black, white and gray, black, white and gray. Do not go in the bottles. 

8. Now decide on that one line whether the bottle can /should  be black white or modeled in value gradations.Required a balance of light, middle and dark throughout and across the page.

Texas Scavenger Hunt. 

1. Draw a border on the page ( 1-3 inches).

2. Think of a word that reminds you of Texas. Texas has five letters, Draw five rectangles on your paper inside the border,

3. Find items from the grouping on the cart of Texas still life items that begin with the letters of your word. 

4. Draw the items to develop a representational drawing of each item. A representational drawing represents the object and looks like that item with all the details. 

5. Sketching is allowed as well as breaking outside the box. Clean up and erase stray marks.

6. Draw with confidence and look carefully at your item. Fewer items on the page will provide more time for details. Indicate all light and dark areas with line only. 

7. Label each item with a BIG first letter. Draw a large B for boot and  then neatly letter in smaller letters the remaining letters, o-o-t.  

8. Other creative options for placing your letters can be discussed with your teacher. 

9. Color will be added at a later point to be discussed with your teacher.

Homework: Name Design: 

In an 8” X 8” format, design the letters of your name neatly so that they can be read. Use black on white and white on black with clean crisp shapes.

Rules must be read then signed by students and  parents and returned with $10. art fee. Art fees must be paid in ordet to obtain art kits and be able to take art home.
